Work continues on the new Vernon County 

Cemetery Directory.  Cemeteries remaining 

to be surveyed include Click, Deepwood 

(South rows 1-15), Heavisides, Kaufman, 

McKill Chapel, Toalson, and Warkins.  At 

this time we are waiting for Warkins 

Cemetery to be burned off by the area 

landowner so it can be surveyed.  It was not 

surveyed in preparation for the 2010 

directory so special effort will be made to 

survey it for the new directory.  When a 

day/time is set for surveying Warkins, an 

email will be sent out asking for volunteers to 

help.  Survey data continues to be added to 

the database on a near-daily basis.  Printing is 

scheduled for later this year.
